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ABSTRACT

A great expansion in the number of breweries in the United States during the latter half of the nineteenth century coincided with a large increase in the number of German immigrants. Many of these Germans settled in the mid-western states, including Illinois. Researchers have noted the connection between German immigrants and the brewing industry.  This study describes a high correlation that was found between the German born population of Illinois (1870-1910) and the number of breweries:

# of breweries = f (number of German born residents).
